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In 2005-2006, as we celebrate and remember the past 50 years
at The Scarborough Hospital s (TSH) General Campus and
the past 20 at the Grace Campus, we sit on the precipice of
change.

The Scarborough Hospital Foundation will continue its
ECCC Campaign until our uncompromised fundraising goal
has been met. We are determined to provide the Hospital
with the very best in emergency and critical care services, and
couldn t do it without the tireless efforts of our volunteer
Hospital and Foundation boards, and campaign volunteers.

Day in and day out, we actively listen to and learn from our
patients to ensure both the quality of their experience here at
the hospital, and the quality of health care across the board. The
collective success of TSH over the past year is a measure of just
how well we have learned to listen and plan accordingly. In
every way that matters, our community makes us better.

Our passion to excel is driven by a singular dedication to the
community of Scarborough. Everything we do revolves around
the challenge of meeting the growing needs of this remarkably
diverse community.

Within our region, TSH provides health care services at two
acute care campuses and six community-based centres to
over half a million people, or 40 per cent of the Central East
Toronto region. Our relationship with the local community
continues to be positive and strong thanks in large part to
the tireless contribution of our physicians, nurses, staff and
volunteers. Working on a 24/7 schedule, they rise to the
challenge of each new patient and situation; their collective
energy, focus, caring and commitment makes our success
as an institution possible.

Our vision for integrated health care spans the workings of the
entire hospital. And in the last year, TSH has taken major
strides across virtually every department to re ne our
capabilities even further.

We are now better prepared to manage the massive surges in
demand for particular forms of health care. In the case of our
Orthopedics and Rehabilitation Patient Service Group, we
currently lead Ontario with a higher volume of knee
replacements and the second largest volume of hip replacements.
In 2005, we expanded all related clinics to meet the demand for
follow-up care. At the General Campus, we re-opened our
specialty clinics in one space while at the Grace Campus, our
new Fracture Clinic is already running up to capacity.

We also rank as one of Ontario s most active hospitals for
surgical cancer treatment. Last year, we established a more
comprehensive Oncology Clinic based at the General Campus.

We also forged a new af liation with Cancer Care Ontario by
becoming a member of their provincial breast-screening program.

TSH also manages one of the largest dialysis programs in the
region. Given that chronic kidney disease is a growing concern
in the Scarborough community, we are increasing services in
renal preventative treatment, screening services and
breakthrough treatment options like home hemodialysis.

While our Maternal Newborn Child Patient Service Group
continues to meet the needs of our community, performing over
5,500 birth deliveries this year, we re also enhancing our services
with increased ambulatory care for new mothers. Our Newborn
Assessment Clinic ensures that patients see a pediatrician as
necessary, within two to three days after the baby is born. The
ambulatory model serves to address the continuum of care;
patients or new mothers without the bene t of a family physician
or pediatrician now have the hospital there to help them.

Our busiest department continues to be emergency care, which
serves a remarkable 92,000 patients annually. This year, we
launched the Emergency Department Management module
(EDM), an important innovation to enable us to digitally capture,
track and distribute the ow of patient information to appropriate
clinicians. The EDM now helps staff to streamline all patient
data allowing us to continuously track patient status in our
Emergency Departments. TSH is pioneering this new system

and by adding triage documentation online, we have gone further
than any other Meditech-served hospital in Canada.

Across the organization, TSH keeps evolving in its role as a
leader in urban community health care. Now with our primary
focus on strategic growth in areas of clinical excellence, we
have established that clinical activities are our core business,
now and for the future. Simply put, our mandate is to continue
to bring rst class service to Scarborough. To accomplish this
overall objective, we are resolved to keep staking out new
frontiers proving that we have the exibility to adapt and excel
in the new reality of regional health care in Ontario.
